Professor
Lépez Maya was editor of Revista Venezolana de Economia y Ciencias Sociales and
was on the Board of the Latin American Social Sciences Council (CLACSO) between
2006 and 2009.

Dr. Lopez Maya’s research delves into the contemporary socio-historical and
sociopolitical processes of Latin America, particularly in Venezuela.
